The Tournament Committee is announcing an open boat tournament March 4th and 5th on Lake Toho at 

the downtown ramp.  This is the old tournament CSX and their employees have had since the mid 70’s.  Recent tournaments have been handled by Dwayne Alday who will be in attendance but as a fisherman.

This tournament at one time generated 60 to 90 plus boats, but in recent years participation has declined for one reason or another.  My goal as Tournament Chairman this year is to get the number of entrees up and make this a successful event that we can all look forward to once again in the Spring and Fall.  This tournament is for NON PROFESSIONALS meaning no TOHO/KISSIMMEE GUIDES OR PROS may participate.  This will be brought up again in the tournament rules and at the Captains Meeting on the 3rd.   

Most of us who fish are club members and I urge you to talk it up, make plans in advance maybe have 

your families visit Disney World or the other attractions while you fish.  I will be contacting some of the clubs in Jacksonville for their help in participating.  Print out an application or email it to a friend and pass it on to anyone else who would you think would like to fish.  

The first thing is we will GUARANTEE 1000.00 first place for the 2 day event and 250.00 each day for big bass.  This is a 100% payback and the prize money and number of places paid after first will be paid according to the number of entrees.  The entrée fee will be 110.00 and this includes Big Bass for each day.
The Quality Inn Heritage Park Kissimmee on 192 approximately 1 mile east of the Fla Turnpike exit will 

be our lodging facility.  Our Seniors Club stayed there in November and the accommodations were fine 

with ample parking and food and fuel are within eyesight.  The rates will be 48.00 per night  and it is

15 minutes from the ramp.

                                               SOUTH FLA OPEN TOURNAMENT RULES

1 The following rules of the tournament will remain unchanged both days.  Interpretation

of these rules will be left exclusively to the tournament committee and the decision shall be

final in all matters.     

2 All boats must be operated in a safe manner and abide by all posted speed limits and no wake

areas, any action that reflects unfavorable on the bass tournament by any participant shall be

grounds for DISQUALIFICATION.

3 No live bait or trolling; entries must enter at advertised ramp; 

4 All boats will be inspected prior to tournament

5 Only largemouth bass 14 inches long measured on a GOLDEN RULE will be allowed at weigh in.  Tails fanned or pinched It does not matter.  If you bring a fish to the scale that is shorter than 14 inches you will have that fish culled and a one (1) lb. (pound) deducted from your total weight.  Every effort must be made to keep your fish alive and all fish will be returned to the water.  Plastic bags will be furnished or you can use your own.  Again use more water than you need to aid in keeping your catch alive and your favorite bait saver is recommended.

6 The total weight for the 2 days will determine the overall winner.  The largest bass EACH day will be the big fish winner.  In case of a tie the POTS will be split evenly.

7 The tournament is safe light to 3 pm.  Boats that are not at the weigh in site by 3 pm will be penalized at the rate of ½ lb per minute and will be deducted from that days catch.  Any contestant 10 or more minutes late will lose those days catch.  I consider the weigh in site to be within the no wake signs and not fishing at 3 pm.

8 No more than 5 fish in your boat/livewell at any time; you must cull in accordance with the 5 fish limit.  Dead fish will be a .25 deduction (4 oz).

9 Lifejackets will be worn anytime your boat is on plane; idling from one spot to another they will not be required, remember the word is PLANE.

10 No alcoholic beverages will be allowed during tournament hours.

11 No fishing within 50 yards of an anchored boat with the trolling motor up and most of all common sense and good sportsmanship will cover anything else.

12 No one will be able to leave until released by designated starter each day.  The first day’s starter will be THE LAST PERSON TO PAY HIS ENTRÉE FEE.   

13 Once again everyone is eligible to fish with the exceptions of PROFESSIONALS AND TOHO/KISSIMMEE GUIDES.  A short Captains Meeting will be held at 6pm at the hotel.
